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Although the confrontation of feminism with males (Fathers and sons) has
been intensified by the radicals, it is sensible among all feminist groups. The
main question that this paper attempts to answer using descriptive-analytical
method is that "what are the feminist's behaviors in order to weaken fathers'
and sons' rights?" Father's position in the family has been dishonored, and
some form of misbehavior such as wrong illustration of Fathers for
disregarding their positive influence, fathers on paternal and society, insults
and disabling the father, father's humiliation in the occupational
environment, government's disregard from them, generally leads to a marked
increase in children's deviation and criminal behavior, the crises such as
educational problems and abuses against children in the schools in their
father's absence. For challenging this kind of hostile behavior, fathers also
join to the organizations such as "faithful to covenant" or "Islamic nation"
and try to act against this hostile trends.On the contrary, feminists also act
against the males in a two- sided operation.Not only they propagate about
the existence of discrimination against girls in order to grant them, but also
try to exaggerate the boy's problematic behavior in order to weaken the
boys'condition. This wrong behavior, however, can lead to an imbalance in
the boys' and girls' interaction.
